Can High School Extracurriculars Get You Into College?

What's a high school student to do? After a full day of classes, the temptation for many might be to head
home and kick back for a while in front of the tube before taking time for dinner and homework. But is this

really the best they can do? Should teens take on more?

The indications are (and research supports) that teens who are involved in extracurricular activities actually
do better than their non-involved peers in a number of areas. Instead of test scores falling and sleep being
sacrificed because a student is taking on more activities, the opposite is true. Most studies show that
students who are invoived in extracurricular activities excel above their peers academically. But that's not all.

According to a study published inEducation, the benefits of teen participation in extracurricular activities go
well beyond just filling up an already-busy schedule and having another line to add to the college application.

Benefits include having a sense of team spirit and belonging, personal pride and an understanding of the
value of fair play, an increased sense of honesty and trustworthiness, and, importantly, the prevention of
drug and substance abuse — among others. The study states "Repeated records of high school students
across the United States have shown that those students who become heavily involved in extracurricular activities tend to be model

students and seldom get involved in delinquency and crime.”
involvement in extracurricular activities builds personal life skills. Melinda Voss, Public Relations Director for the Minnesota State
Colleges and Universities System, says "[Extracurricular activities] can help them by developing some leadership.skills, some time
management skills; it's a good way to explore areas of interest that might lead to careers, so it might help them to select an area of
study in college." o : .
Of concemn to many students is how involvement in extracurricular activities can positively impact his or her college application.
Certainly, a student's involvement does show college officials that the person is more likely to be a balanced and well-rounded -
individual. But if a student is. involved in a host of activities just to pad their application, administrators can tell, and aren't impressed.
Walter Wolff, Ph.D., Admissions Director at the University of Minnesota at Mankato, cautions against placing too much emphasis on
extracurricular activities. He says, "As far as the actual application review goes, generally speaking we look more at their academics.
On our campus, we take a look at the academic preparedness of the students, then look at the likelihood of long-term success. In the
second review process, if a person is not automatically admitted, [invélvement in extracurriculars] may matter more.” And Voss adds,
"At the universities here, GPA is certainly more important than extracurriculars.” :

Parent Suggestions for a Successful
Transition to High School

. Be involved in your child’s academic program of study. Make sure that your child is
challenged and supported by courses now that will help meet future goals.

. Get your child involved in a positive activity — but do not overextend. Research says that
students, who are involved in an activity, club, sport, music, etc., are much more likely to

have a positive high school experience and get better grades than students who are not

involved. Have your child attend the Homecoming, Playfest, Drama and Musical

Productions, Concerts, Dances and Games.

- Know your child’s friends. Research says that when a teenager is faced with critical
decision, the influence of peers (positive or negative) and parents/families make the

difference.

. Attend Back to School Night.

. All teenagers (including straight A students) need proper supervision. This supervision
includes online supervision and supervision of technology. Remember, good kids make

mistakes too. Your child should always know-that you love him/her, but make sure

he/she knows your expectations. Know where your child is and who they are with all the

time. .

- Get to know your child’s teachers and school counselor. Stay in positive contact with the
teachers and don’t be afraid to ask for help. Remember that e-mail is a great tool for
dealing with more difficult issues. Don’t fight the small battles for your child. Keep

things in perspective.

. Get involved in school yourself. The most successful students I have seen are the ones
whose parents are at the school, attend functions, join the PTSA or some other group. In
a sense, these parents are the one who are in the know, and they use this information to

support their children and the school.

GETTING READY FOR COLLEGE

The 9% grade is a great time for preparing for college. The following are some ways you can help
your child on the right path towards college:

» Students who participate in honors math and English classes are better prepared for success in
college later on. Monitor your child’s progress by checking all progress reports and report
cards and meet with the teacher or school administrator if your child is having difficulty or is

placed in a class that is too easy.

> Encourage involvement in activities in school and the community throughout the year. Church
groups, sports, or scouting are great ways to develop leadership skills. Encourage your child
to do volunteer work. Remember that all grade 9 students must complete 10 hours of

community service.

» Start an “Activities Record”. Include all of your child’s activities, volunteer work, honors, and
awards. This will help develop a scholarship portfolio for your student.

> Discuss intemet use. Remind your child that he/she should not post anything inappropriate
online because social networking sites are often reviewed by future employers and college

admissions personnel.

> Get to know your child’s friends and monitor free time activities. If you see a change in your
child’s attitude or schoolwork, talk with the school counselor and teachers.

> Let your child know that reading is an important part of pfeparing for college. Children who
read from a wide selection of books, newspapers, and magazines build background knowledge
