Dear Parent/Guardian:

The information below is to advise you of a federal and New York State requirement regarding special education
services for Parentally Placed Nonpublic School children and provision of Special Education Services to Home-
Instructed students.

VERY IMPORTANT: If you are considering or currently have a student(s) with a disability in a private
school, or you are, or may be planning to, home school your child, please review a required deadline (June
1*) to submit your written request for dual enrollment services to the district where the private school is
located [District of Location (DOL)].

1. Parents Must Request Special Education Services To Be Provided At a Private School During the
2022-2023 School Year by Filing A Written Request For Such Services with the Public School
District of Location on or before June 1%, 2022

Pursuant to Section 3602-c of the Education Law, the public school district where a nonpublic school is located
(District of Location-DOL) is authorized to make special education services available pursuant to an
Individualized Education Services Plan (IESP) to eligible students with disabilities who are enrolled by their
parents in nonpublic elementary and secondary schools located within its boundaries provided that the parents
have complied with notification requirements set forth in the statute.

For parents of students who have or may be considering placing their child with a disability in a nonpublic
elementary or secondary school (private/parochial school) for the 2022-2023 school year and want to receive
special education services from a public school district as a dual enrolled student under Section 3602-c of the
Education Law, PLEASE REVIEW THE FOLLOWING;

Parent Request for Special Education Services:

e Parent must file a request for special education services in writing with the School District of
Location (DOL) on_or _before June 1 preceding the school year for which the request for
services is made, except that:

1. When a student is first identified as a student with a disability after the first day of June
preceding the school year for which the request is made and prior to the first day of April
of such current year, the parent must submit the written request for services within 30
days after the student is first identified.

2. For students first identified after March 1 of the current school year, any such request for
education for students with disabilities in the current school year that is submitted on or
after April 1 of such current school year, shall be deemed a timely request for such
services in the following school year.



Please note: The School District of Location (DOL) is the public school district where the student’s
private/parochial school is located.

FILING A WRITTEN REQUEST WITH THE HUNTINGTON UNION FREE SCHOOL DISTRICT
WILL NOT PROTECT YOUR RIGHTS UNDER SECTION 3602-c OF THE EDUCATION LAW IF THE
NONPUBLIC SCHOOL IS NOT LOCATED WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THE HUNTINGTON
UNION FREE SCHOOL DISTRICT. YOU MUST FILE YOUR WRITTEN REQUEST WITH THE
PUBLIC SCHOOL DISTRICT OF LOCATION.

The DOL is also required to evaluate students suspected of having a disability to determine special education
eligibility and conduct the Committee on Special Education meetings to develop a student’s Individualized
Education Services Plan (IESP) if found eligible.

Please note that the June 1% deadline for submitting your written request for special education services to
the DOL (or 30 day deadline for students identified after June 1) is a statutory requirement that parents
must comply with and will be strictly followed by the Huntington Union Free School District.

If you have parentally placed your son or daughter with a disability in an elementary or secondary private or
parochial school and plan to have your child return to one of the Huntington Union Free School District schools to
receive a Free and Appropriate Public School Education (FAPE) and an Individual Education Plan (IEP) during
the 2022-2023 school year, please contact our office in writing immediately.

Please note:

FOR CHILDREN WITH DISABILITIES WHO HAVE BEEN DETERMINED BY THE CSE TO BE
ELIGIBLE FOR SCHOOL-AGE SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES, WHO ARE NO LONGER
ELIGIBLE FOR PRESCHOOL SPECIAL EDUCATION SERVICES, AND: 1) ARE NOT OF
COMPULSORY SCHOOL AGE, 2) ARE NOT PARENTALLY PLACED IN A NONPUBLIC
ELEMENTARY SCHOOL AND 3) ARE NOT BEING HOME SCHOOLED BY THEIR PARENTS:

THE CSE OF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT OF RESIDENCE IS RESPONSIBLE TO DEVELOP AN
INDIVIDUALIZED EDUCATION PROGRAM (IEP) AND OFFER SERVICES TO THE STUDENT AT
A SITE TO BE DETERMINED BY THE DISTRICT OF RESIDENCE.

2. Requirements for the Provision of Special Education Services to Home-Instructed (“Home-
Schooled”) Students

Students with disabilities that are home schooled by their parents pursuant to Part 100.10 of the Regulations of the
Commissioner of Education in accordance with an Individualized Home Instruction Plan (IHIP), are considered
nonpublic school students solely for the purpose of receiving special education services during the regular school
year. As such:

Parents who are residents of the Huntington Union Free School District who are homeschooling their child
must request special education services in writing to the Huntington Board of Education of the School
District_by June 1 preceding the school year for which the request for services is made. In this instance,
Huntington Union Free School District is the District of Location for all home schooled students who are
residents of this District.

La informacidén abajo es para aconsejarle de un requisito Federal y del Estado con respecto a los servicios de educacion
especial para los alumnos colocados por sus padres en escuelas privadas y la provision de servicios de educacion especial
para los estudiantes instruidos en casa (Home-Instructed).

MUY IMPORTANTE: Si usted esta considerando o tiene actualmente un estudiante con discapacidad en una
escuela privada, o usted tiene, o esta planificando, ensefiarle a su nifio en casa, revise por favor el plazo requerido
(Junio 1) para someter su peticion escrita para servicios duales de inscripcion al distrito en donde se localiza la
escuela privada [Distrito de Ubicaciéon (DOL)].

1. Los Padres Deben Pedir Proviusion de Servicios de Educacion Especial En una Escuela Privada Durante
el Aiio Escolar 2022-23 Archivando/Entregando una Peticion Escrita Para Dichos Servicios con el Distrito
Escolar Publico de Ubicacion en o antes de junio 1, 2022

Conforme a la Seccion 3602 ¢ de la Ley de Educacion, el distrito escolar publico en donde se localiza una escuela privada
(Distrito de Ubicacion - DOL) es autorizado a poner servicios de educacion especial a disposicion conforme a un Plan
de Servicios Individualizados de Educacion (IESP) a estudiantes elegibles con discapacidades quienes son matriculados
por sus padres en escuelas elementales y secundarias privadas situadas dentro de sus limites a condicion de que los padres
han cumplido con los requisitos de notificacion dispuestos en el estatuto.

Para los padres de estudiantes que tienen o puedan estar considerando colocar a sus nifios con discapacidad en una escuela
elemental o secundaria privada (privada/escuela parroquial) para el ailo escolar 2022-23 y quieran recibir servicios de
educacion especial de un distrito escolar piblico como estudiante matriculado dualmente bajo la Secciéon 3602-c de la
Ley de Educacion, REVISE POR FAVOR LO SIGUIENTE:

Peticion de Padre para Servicios de Educacién Especial:

e FEl Padre debe archivar un pedido para servicios de educacion especial por escrito con el Distrito Escolar de
Ubicaciéon (DOL) en o antes de Junio I precediendo el afio escolar para el cual se pide los servicios, excepto:

1. Cuando identifican a un estudiante por primera vez como estudiante con discapacidad después del
primer dia de Junio precediendo el afio escolar para cual se hace la peticion y antes del primer dia de
Abril de tal afio en curso, el padre debe someter la peticion escrita para los servicios dentro de 30 dias
después de que primero identifiquen al estudiante.

2. Para los estudiantes primera vez identificados después de marzo 1 del afio escolar actual, tal peticion
de educacion para los estudiantes con discapacidades en el afio escolar actual que se somete en o
después de abril 1 de tal afio escolar actual sera juzgado un pedido oportuno para tales servicios en el
afio escolar siguiente.

Observe Por Favor: El Distrito Escolar de Ubicacion (DOL) es el distrito escolar publico en donde se localiza la
escuela privada/parroquial del estudiante.

El DOL también es requerido a evaluar a los estudiantes sospechados de tener una discapacidad para determinar la
elegibilidad de educacion especial y para conducir las reuniones del Comité de Educacion Especial para desarrollar un
Plan de Servicios de Educacion Individualizada de un estudiante (IESP) si es encontrado elegible.

Observe por favor que el plazo del 1 de junio para someter su peticion escrita para los servicios de la educacion
especial al DOL (o el plazo de 30 dias para los estudiantes identificados después del 1 de junio) es un requisito
estatutario que los padres deben cumplir y sera seguido estrictamente por el Distrito Escolar de Huntington Union
Free.

Si usted ha colocado/matriculado a su hijo o hija con discapacidad en un escuela elemental o secundario privada o una
escuela parroquial y planea regresar su nifio a una de las escuelas del Distrito Escolar de Huntington Union Free para
recibir una Educacion de Escuela Publica Gratis y Apropiada (FAPE) y un Plan de Educacion Individualizada (IEP)
durante el afio escolar 2022-23, por favor contacte nuestra oficina por escrito inmediatamente.

2. Requisitos para la Provision de Servicios de Educacion Especial a Estudiantes Instruidos en Casa
(“Enseiiado en casa’)

Estudiantes con discapacidades que son ensefiados en casa por sus padres segtn la Parte 100.10 de las Regulaciones del
Comisario de Educacién de acuerdo con un Plan Individual de Instruccion en Casa (IHIP), se consideran estudiantes de
escuelas privadas solamente para el propdsito de recibir servicios de educacion especial durante el afio escolar regular.
Como tal:

Padres que son residentes del Distrito Escolar de Huntington Union Free quiénes estin ensefiando a sus nifios en
casa deben pedir servicios de educacién especial por escrito a la Junta de Educacion de Huntington Distrito
Escolar en o antes de Junio 1 precediendo el afio escolar para cuél se hace el pedido de servicios. En este caso, el
distrito escolar Huntington Union Free School District es el Distrito de Ubicacién para todos los estudiantes
ensefiados en casa quiénes son residentes de este Distrito.
